26th Chowder Festival Instructions 

 

 Mark your calendars for Saturday June 5, 2010, rain date if needed Sunday June 6, 2010 

1. 40 gallons MINIMUM of your tastiest chowder(s)! 
 

2. A means of keeping the chowder warm. The Portsmouth Health Department requires that all chowders be 
kept at 140°F or hotter. Sterno is not an adequate heat source. We recommend gas as your heating method. 
Gas units are easily accessible from local suppliers for rental purposes. 
 

3. Enough people to set up and serve your chowder. Volunteers will be provided this year to serve if your 
restaurant cannot support the wait staff. 
 

4. Please bring enough serving utensils/ladles to last throughout the day. If you drop a serving utensil on the 
ground  or it comes in contact with anything else besides your chowder you need to use a new one. 
 

5. You need to bring a thermometer. It may be digital or a round thermometer (the type you would use in a 
roast), as well as a spray bottle of sanitizer, and a box of food service gloves. 
 

6. Reminder: you cannot store anything food related on the ground/pavement. Please bring a tarp or garbage bags 
to use as liners for any boxes or bags that they may set on the ground.
